Brief of Status of Micro-Irrigation Fund (MIF) created under NABARD

Department of Agriculture, Cooperation & Farmers Welfare is
implementing ‘Per Drop More Crop’ component of Pradhan Mantri Krishi
Sinchayee Yojana (PMKSY- PDMC). The PMKSY- PDMC focuses on
enhancing water use efficiency at farm level through Micro Irrigation
technologies viz. Drip and Sprinkler irrigation systems. During the last five
years (2015-16 to 2019-20), an area of 46.21 lakh ha have been covered under
Micro Irrigation through PMKSY-PDMC.

Further, Micro Irrigation Fund corpus of Rs. 5000 crore has been
created with NABARD during 2017-18. The objective of the fund is to
facilitate the States in mobilizing the resources for expanding coverage of
Micro Irrigation by taking up special and innovative projects and also for
incentivising micro irrigation beyond the provisions available under
PMKSY-PDMC to encourage farmers to install micro irrigation systems.

As per Guidelines of the MIF, a Tripartite Memorandum of
Agreement has to be signed between State, NABARD and Govt. of India for
availing fund. Accordingly, Tripartite MoA has been signed by States of
Andhra Pradesh, Gujarat, Tamil Nadu, Haryana, Uttrakhand and West
Bengal. Detailed Status of the implementation of MIF is as under:

I. Steering Committee of MIF approved projects amounting Rs. 3827.37
Crore comprising; Rs. 764.13 Crore for Gujarat, Rs. 1357.93 Crore for
Tamil Nadu, Rs. 616.14 Crore for Andhra Pradesh, Rs. 291.11 Crore
for West Bengal and Rs.798.06 Crore for Haryana. The total area of
the projects is 12.53 lakh ha.

II. Project Sanctioning Committee of NABARD has approved loans for
Rs. 2841.58 Crore comprising; Rs. 616.14 Crore for Andhra Pradesh,
Rs. 764.13 Crore for Gujarat, Rs. 1357.93 Crore for Tamil Nadu, and
Rs.103.38 Crore for Haryana. Sanctioning of Project of Government of
West Bengal and remaining Project of Haryana will be considered in
next meeting of Sanctioning Committee of NABARD.

So far, State of Andhra Pradesh and Tamil Nadu have submitted the
loan withdrawal application for Rs. 616.14 Crore and for 478.79 crore
respectively against expenditure made during 2019-20. The area
covered under these projects is 2.97 lakh ha (1.021 lakh ha in Andhra
Pradesh and 1.76 lakh in Tamil Nadu) NABARD has released the
loan to these states.
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
